· Students’ grades should average at least 70%  
· The applicants will submit a 250 - word essay to the board to include the following:
· The reasons they deserve the scholarship
· Their future goals
· How they plan to give back to the community and XLCR
· Assessment of students’ 7th and 8th grade overall performance.
· The student must be of good character and integrity and must provide   recommendations from 2 sources – teachers or key members of their community.
· Parent/guardian will be interviewed 
· The school will provide documented financial need of the student.
· The student and parent/guardian will fill out a scholarship application (see attached)
· The school will submit the appropriate invoices to the board of the Excelsior Alumni Association of Florida for reimbursement
· The Guidance Counselor will provide ongoing progress of the students with a report at least once per term
· The student must display exemplary character and discipline.
· The scholarship is for one school year
· Grades and overall performance will be assessed per term to ensure the academic standards are maintained as the scholarship could be rescinded if student falls below the acceptable performance prior to the end of the school year
· The parent/guardian will forward the report card to the board of the Excelsior Alumni Association of Florida at the end of each term
· All applications must be received to the board of the Excelsior Alumni Association of Florida no later than April 30, 2007
· The selections will be approved and notification sent to the scholarship recipients, parents/guardians, the principal and the guidance counselor no later than June 30, 2007.
